Easter Sunday 
 
Jesus Lives! Jesus is risen! God has raised up Jesus 
and made him Lord and Christ! 
 

These are a few of the very earliest creedal formula with which 
the first believers in Jesus enunciated their faith in the resur-
rection. As this central tenet of all of our believing and our 
living is celebrated today and in the weeks to come, we will be 
helped by what St. Peter will proclaim in Acts, that the life and 
death and resurrection of Jesus have brought forgiveness to 
sinners. We will rejoice with St. Paul who encountered the 
risen Christ on the road to Damascus and got converted. We 
will read the resurrection accounts in the Gospels and wrap 
our minds and hearts around this mystery. 
 
But not having enough space in this column, I just want to 
help you focus on the reason why we believe in the resurrec-
tion: Resurrection is call from God into the depths of human 
suffering and dying. òRise up!ó says God. òYou are dead, but I 
call you to live.ó 
 
In order to live and breathe within the embrace of that hope, 
in order to hear that powerful summons of God calling us to 
life, we must first hear and deal with another word  --òdeathó 
ð We must look death in the face and not be cowed; we must 
see the deaths of our loved and ones and even our own dying  
not as a last word but as a silence to listen in this darkness for 
what can be spoken only by God: òResurrection!ó 
 
Let us rejoice! We do not belong in the death. We belong in 
the risen Christ. 
Happy Easter!
