Peace be with you! 

 

     Todayôs Gospel has a very close similarity with 

the gospel from last week. Last Sunday, Jesus appeared to 

the apostles giving them peace and showing them his feet 

and hands as true signs of his resurrection. The Gospel from 

today tells us that when Jesus appears to his disciples, he 

greets them with the sign of peace and shows them his feet 

and hands. 

     My brothers and sisters, the visible gestures that Jesus 

makes as signs of his resurrection, are the guarantee that he 

has truly risen from the dead and that he has existed before 

and after creation. That being the case, we truly can say  

that Jesus is not only a memory from the past, a prophet 

who died on the cross, but the son of God that has risen 

from the dead to go back to where he has been since the 

beginning, ñat the right hand of the Father.ò Before doing 

so, Jesus leaves concrete signs of his real presence among 

us; the Holy Eucharist. It is fascinating to see that the only 

way his disciples fully recognized Jesus, once he appeared, 

is after the blessing and in the sharing of the meal. This is a 

real sign that takes us to the Holy Eucharist. 

     This Sunday, in our reflection, we should ask why there 

are many times in our life that we have serious questions 

about the real presence of Christ in the Holy Eucharist? 

What is it that makes us doubt his presence? What are the 

places, people or situations that challenge my faith and keep 

me from loving and having a deeper devotion to the Holy 

Eucharist?
