Today's Gospel reading from John relates Jesus' narrative of being the Good Shepherd. He states adamantly tt
he will lay down his life for his flock, but he also says he will think outside of the box when he says: "I have other[sheep
that do not belong to this fold. These also | must lead, and they will hear my voice, and there will be one flock, ofge she
herd." The Good Shepherd fights for our very lives against the evils of the world, so much so that he sacrificed Hjmself
that we might be saved. It is the least we can do to call others who have strayed from the shepherd's flock.
A traditional shepherd keeps his flock close to him, builds a fence to keep them safe. Should one stray, Pne uses
crook to bring it home. The Good Shepherd provides us with the sacrament of penance, our way of returning to fhe floc
The priest is the sign and instrument of God's merciful love and forgiveness for our straying (CCC 1465). On thig{ Fourtl
